The American Lands Project appreciates your interest in the Tongass National Forest in Southeast Alaska.
At 17 million acres, the Tongass is the largest National Forest in the country. It is home to wild salmon
watersheds that that are among the most productive on the Pacific Coast, and which support an annual $1
billion commercial fishery. The regions glaciers, forests and wildlife are a global attraction that generates
another $1 billion from tourism annually. The old growth trees of the Tongass National Forest hold 44% of
all the carbon stored by the United States' national forests. And the region’s forests are valued by
members of the Alaska Native community for the subsistence resources they provide, and for broader
cultural and historic connections to the land. However, there are ongoing efforts to open more of the
Tongass to old-growth logging, and there are also several mega-mines proposed in British Columbia that
threaten the downstream rivers and forests in Southeast Alaska.

In 2011 the US Department of Agriculture announced a Tongass Transition Framework to move forest
management away from old-growth logging, and towards supporting other industries that are the basis of
the Southeast Alaska economy. In 2016, the US Forest Service finalized an updated management plan for
the Tongass that phased out old-growth logging, provided greater protection for wild salmon watersheds,
and recognized the Roadless Rule protections for parts of the forest. However, in 2020 the Tongass was
exempted from the Roadless rule, opening over 9 million acres to potential roadbuilding and timber. That
exemption is being reviewed and revised by the current Administration. And there are currently no real
restrictions on the permitting and development of mines in British Columbia, despite the threats to the
downstream parts of the transboundary watersheds in the Tongass.

We would like to invite you to join American Lands Project for a three-day trip to the Tongass National
Forest from August 7 — August 9, 2021. Attached is a detailed itinerary that includes opportunities to see
and experience first-hand the salmon watersheds of the Tongass, hear from tourism and fishing
businesses, learn about climate impacts in the region, and meet Alaska Native leaders who have new
visions for managing the natural resources of the forest, and also concerns about transboundary mines.
