Pursuant to House Rule 25, clause 5(d)(2), the Committee on Ethics hereby approves
your and your child's proposed trip to Jordan,' scheduled for March 30 to April 6, 2023,
sponsored by Republican Main Street Partnership.

USAID has arranged for the Petra Director to give a private briefing and
a private tour (Will meet the group at the front sign and walk with us)

A UNESCO World Heritage Site and one of the Seven Wonders of the World, Petra is
carved into the rock, and is surrounded by mountains riddled with passages and
gorges. It is one of the world’s richest and largest archaeological sites set in a
dominating red sandstone landscape.

In 1968, the US National Parks Service (USNPS) developed a Master Plan for Petra.
It was the first plan produced for the site and probably one of the first
comprehensive site management plans in Jordan. Since the early 1990s, USAID has
supported the development of tourism in Petra through building the capacity of the
local government, ensuring the preservation of the archaeological record,
excavation and restoration, and enhancing visitors’ experiences.

USAID is now supporting Jordan with a series of interventions to solve some
infrastructural and hydrological problems along the main trail and subtrails in the
Park and to accommodate the increasing number of visitors. In 2019 the site
received around 1.1 million visitors, and this year the number of visitors is expected
to increase to more than 1.5 million.

The delegation will go on a site visit to see famous archaeological sites in the area.
They will be guided by USAID’s Director for the Petra region who will share how
USAID intervention helped to support the preservation of these world treasures. The
visit will begin with a walk through the Siq, a long narrow fissure between two
overhanging cliffs and end by Petra’s most famous monument; the Treasury.

The Dead Sea is a deep, uniquely hypersaline lake situated between the berder
between Jordan and Israel. Due to its high salinity (9x saltier than the ocean/ 34%
salinity) and density, humans can actually float here instead of sink. At 1,412 feet
below sea level, the Dead Sea is the lowest point on earth. The clay mud along the
shoreline is cherished for its intense mineral concentration that is cleansing and
purtfying. The Delegation will stop by the Dead Sea to experience this unique site in
Jordan. They will be able to put clay masks on their skin and then float in the Dead
Sea for a unique cultural experience. There will be a discussion while on the visit to
discuss the environmental impact in the region and a closer look at the erosion of
the shoreline, as well as what the members can do to mitigate that impact.

Situated in a pristine natural environment, the site is believed to be the location
where Jesus of Nazareth was baptized by John the Baptist. It features Roman and
Byzantine remains including churches and chapels, a monastery, caves that have
been used by hermits and pools in which baptisms were celebrated, testifying to the
religious character of the place. In 2015, UNESCO declared the Al-Maghtas site in
Jordan, on the east bank of the River Jordan, as a World Heritage Site, which
represents in an exceptional way the tradition of baptism, an important sacrament
in Christian faith, and with it the historic and contemporary practice of pilgrimage
to the site. In the early 2000s, USAID supported the development of the current
infrastructure at the Site. More recently, USAID has provided support for
enhancing the tourist experience at the Site, including training of the local guides.

USAID will provide a briefing on the cultural and historical significance of the site,
as well as how the USAID mission has leveraged funds appropriated by Congress to
support preservation of this important religious site while enhancing Jordan’s
tourism capacity in the area.
