The Aspen Institute exercises control over that selection process and makes the
selection completely independent from the Foundation.

(“LDA”), does not retain or employ a registered federal lobbyist to lobby on its behalf, and has not received funds from any
lobbyist or LDA registrant. Moreover, the Foundation has not accepted any source funds earmarked for The Aspen Institute
