subject matter of the trip and its role in organizing and/or conducting the trip: 

Each tour sponsor is part of the biodiesel industry and has participated in the planning and/or 
conducting of the New York/New Haven tour.  

Clean Fuels Alliance Foundation works closely with the Clean Fuels Alliance America to address 
issues affecting the nation -- cleaner air, greater economic development for rural communities, 
and enhanced national security through energy independence.  Organized in 1994, the 

research, and demonstration 
activities for the advancement of biodiesel. The Foundation is the primary tour sponsor and has 
overall responsibility for planning, organizing, and implementing the tour.  

Clean Fuels Alliance America is a membership organization comprised of state, national, and 
international feedstock and feedstock processor organizations, biodiesel and renewable diesel 
suppliers, fuel marketers and distributors, and technology providers. This group works to create 
sustainable biodiesel and renewable industry growth through education, communication, 
governmental affairs, and technical and quality assurance programs. Clean Fuels has 
coordinated the tour and will serve as the tour host/presenter. Their lobbyist had no more 
than de minimis involvement in the planning, organizing, requesting, or arranging the trip. 

Ag Processing, Inc (AGP) is a leading U.S. agribusiness with primary operations as a soybean 
processor/refiner producing and marketing soybean meal, refined soybean oil, and biodiesel. 

pioneering efforts to develop a new market for soybean oil. The cooperative built the first 
commercial-scale U.S. soy bio
today consist of three biodiesel production plants (Algona and Sergeant Bluff, Iowa, and St. 
Joseph, Missouri) with a combined annual capacity of 175 million gallons. As a leading advocate 
for the establishment of industry quality standards, AGP continues to produce the highest 
quality biodiesel product available, receiving BQ-9000 certification of its biodiesel production. 
AGP has contributed to tour planning and will participate on the tour. 

HERO BX  is one of the top ten biodiesel production facilities in the nation. Located on Lake Erie, 
the company is a major supplier of biodiesel to the north-east corridor including New York City. 
The HERO BX mission is to be a reliable producer and distributor of biodiesel which exceeds 
industry standards. HERO BX  products reduce carbon emissions, create jobs in the United 
States, promote energy security and serve the community. HERO BX has a general interest in 
supporting the growth of Bioheat® and has contributed to trip planning and will participate on 
the tour. 

Incobrasa Industries, Ltd. is a privately-owned corporation that receives and processes 
soybeans year-round at their production facility in central Illinois. They manufacture and ship 
soybean-derived products in the domestic market including biodiesel, animal feed, and 
bottled vegetable oil. 
when its founders started operations in soybean oil extraction in Brazil. Using the most current 



technology, Incobrasa is committed to producing top quality B100 and B99.9 biodiesel for use in 
the United States. Incobrasa has the capacity to produce 36 million gallons annually. Incobrasa 
contributed to tour planning and has been invited to accompany the tour group. 

Kolmar Americas, Inc trades and markets oil products, petrochemicals, biofuels, and other 
specialty products throughout the United States, Canada, and Mexico. Kolmar Americas has 
contributed to trip planning and will host a tour of the American GreenFuels biodiesel facility 
in New Haven, Connecticut for Congressional staffers. American GreenFuels, a Kolmar 
Americas company, produces 40 million gallons of biodiesel per year and is the largest biodiesel 
producer in the Northeast, United States. The facility is integrated into the Port of New Haven. 

Minnesota Soybean Processors is a 2,300 plus membership cooperative that owns and operates 
a soybean crush facility and 41 million gallon per year biodiesel operation in Brewster, 
Minnesota. Their goal is to provide a high-
high-quality renewable fuel source. Minnesota Soybean Processors has contributed to planning 
the tour and has been invited to accompany the tour group. 

Renewable Biofuels (RBF) owns and operates the BQ9000 certified, multi-feedstock RBF Port 
Neches Facility in Texas - the largest biodiesel production facility in North America - which 
became operational in December 2008. RBF has been serving wholesale biodiesel customers for 
over 10 years and has, in that time, developed a reputation for consistently and efficiently 
delivering the highest quality biodiesel. RBF has contributed to tour planning and has been 
invited to accompany the tour group.
