Introduction

What makes Diablo Canyon so special, and an excellent case study for Congressional Staff is that
the plant was slated to shut down in 2025 but was kept open due to California’s overwhelming
demand for safe, clean energy. The plant's twin reactors located midway between Los Angeles and
San Francisco, began operating in the mid-1980s and supply up to 9% of the state's electricity on any
given day. Governor Newsom has said without Diablo Canyon Power Plant the state would
experience rolling blackouts as demands for energy continue to grow. This comes at a time when
other U.S. states are considering nuclear energy for the first time to meet their growing demand.
California is one of the most environmentally conscious places in the world, so keeping Diablo
Canyon open illustrates how valuable carbon free energy is and outweighs any challenges with waste
storage and disposal. Since the plant is located on the coast of the most earthquake prone state in
the country, it is also an excellent case study in safety and construction/design.
