 Pursuant to House Rule 25, clause 5(d)(2), the Committee on Ethics hereby approves 
your proposed trip to Seattle, Washington, scheduled for August 18 to 20, 2025, sponsored by 
the Third Way Foundation.     
 

You must complete an Employee Post-Travel Disclosure Form (which your employing 
Member must also sign) and file it, together with a Sponsor Post-Travel Disclosure Form 
completed by the trip sponsor, with the Clerk of the House within 15 days after your return from 
travel.  As part of that filing, you are also required to attach a copy of this letter and both the 
Traveler and Primary Trip Sponsor Forms (including attachments) you previously submitted to 
the Committee in seeking pre-approval for this trip.  If you are required to file an annual 
Financial Disclosure Statement, you must also report all travel expenses totaling more than $480 
from a single source on the “Travel” schedule of your annual Financial Disclosure Statement 
covering this calendar year.  Finally, Travel Regulation § 404(d) also requires you to keep a copy 
of all request forms and supporting information provided to the Committee for three subsequent 
Congresses from the date of travel.

On behalf of the Progressive Policy Institute (PPI), I’d like to invite you on a staff delegation trip to 

Washington State on August 18-20th, 2025. 

For over a decade, PPI has hosted congressional delegation trips with elected officials and staff to learn 

firsthand about some of the most pressing policy issues facing our nation, and the world at-large. This 

bipartisan, high-level trip will feature a select group of senior staff working for members of the House and 

Senate who are committed to advancing innovative and forward-looking policies. 

We’re travelling to Washington State to learn firsthand about how current administration policies are 

impacting the space industry and its competitiveness. In particular, the trip will examine the importance of a 

presence in low-Earth orbit for science and industry, how the market for American commercial space services 

are changing, and what the NASA budget will mean for the space industry writ large. As part of this trip, we 

will meet with commercial companies in Washington and researchers who utilize the International Space 

Station for their scientific research. 

Key Themes of the trip will be: 

●​ Understanding the state of the low-Earth orbit economy 

●​ Understanding how American foreign policy and trade policy impacts the commercial space industry 

●​ Learning the value of microgravity research and development 

●​ Opportunities to see firsthand the effects of U.S. space policy, meet with American space businesses 

and learn more about the impact of the NASA budget 

PPI is a non-profit 501 (c) (3) organization with the mission of providing educational programming on 

current policy issues and generate radically pragmatic ideas for governing. As such, this trip will comply with 

House and Senate ethics rules.
